Questions to think about for each site – here is just a simple guide list of questions to be thinking about and answering while going through your site photos.  From your photos you should be able to fully answer each of these questions.  This will help you later on when you are determining the class of your PHWH.
Does the stream channel appear modified?

If yes, are the modifications recent?

Has the streambed/riparian zone recovered?

What kinds of plants are present in the riparian zone (scrubland/forest/grassland/marsh)?

Is it the same on both sides?

Is the abundance of flora high or low (mature forest/wetland, or parking lot)?

Is the diversity of flora high or low (several species, or only one or two present)?

Is water present in the PHWH?

If yes, is the water flowing?

Is the canopy primarily sun or shade?

Is there organic matter in the PHWH (logs, leaves, etc.)?

Is the substrate quality relatively high or low (see HHEI values)?

Are there any signs that fuana are present in the photos?

Does the bankfull appear to be wide or narrow (1 meter, or 5 meters)?

Do these appear to be baseflow conditions (no drought or flood)?
