How to use these resources

These resources are meant to help you understand the data that was collected in the field, the importance of each species found, and what this means for the Headwater involved.  My best advice is to do a little research on your own.  Look up the location of each site using Google Earth, or a similar program; use a search engine or better yet a field guide if possible, to identify each organism that you would like to know a little more about.  Find out the pollution tolerance of each of your taxa present to see how important they are; or if there is something ecologically important about them that is not explicitly stated in the HMFEI?  These are the bare necessities of Primary Headwater Habitat Evaluation.  Do a little beyond the minimum and you might be surprised by how much it helps in the long run.
