Below is a list of what you will be graded on, as well as the point values for it and a brief description.  The entire program will be out of a 200 point total.
Group participation: 20 points max
Did you work well with the rest of the group?  Or did you sit in the corner the whole time and never contribute?  Did you brainstorm well?  Did you prepare well for your presentation?  Did you discuss all of this with your group?  

The points here are pretty self-explanatory and easy to earn if you simply participate, but the above questions are also something to keep in mind.

Scientific Method/Reasoning: 20 points max
In your forms, presentation, and paper is your reasoning sound?  Did you follow the scientific method and reach your conclusions based on data/information found in the CD-ROM?  Did you let personal bias effect your decisions or recommendations?  Or did you keep an unbiased outlook and objectively analyze all the information?

The key here is to make sure to always support your opinions with hard data or information gathered, rather than personal beliefs.
Accuracy of data: 20 points max
The points here are lost or earned based upon the data in your presentation and scientific paper.  Did you misrepresent the data in order to suit a personal bias, or did you keep it objective and allow it to speak for itself.  Is all the data correct, or are there errors, especially ones that could impact your decisions about the quality of a headwater?  

Very little is more important in science than making sure that all your data is accurate and easy to interpret.

Introduction to PHWH – Worksheet: 20 points max

This part of your grade is pretty straightforward.  Fill in all the blanks completely and accurately, and there will be no problems.
PHWH Form: 20 points max
Like the Introduction worksheet, this is a straightforward portion of your grade.  Fill it out completely and accurately and there will be no problems.
Power Point Presentation: 25 points max
For this portion of your grade it is important to make sure not only your group’s power point is well put together, but also that each individual slide is well done and you present it well.  As a general rule, keep your words per page down to 20 or fewer, and be prepared to speak about each slide for a minute or more.  The key to a great power point is making sure that it is an aid to what you have to say, not vise versa.  And, under no circumstances, ever read the power point.  That is the fastest and most effective way to lose an audience.  So if you follow these guidelines, you should not need to worry about your grade for this portion of the CD-ROM.
Scientific Paper: 75 points max
The culmination of your work will be a scientific paper outlining your findings about each site as well as describing in detail which site to build the shopping center on.  While I would suggest not being too concerned about length, try to aim for at least two pages or so.  There is an example of both what the paper should look like and some brainstorming ideas, as well as an example power point, in this “General Resource” folder for you to look over for ideas.  This paper should be a scientific work, so try to avoid any “I’s”, “me’s”, or “you’s” until you get to the discussion, where your personal opinion comes into play.  Prior to that, just stick to the facts and be objective.  
Also remember that each person is handing in an individual paper, while some sections will obviously be similar for most people, and your teacher may allow group work on certain sections of the paper.  However, this does not mean that just because certain sections may be similar, that they can be the SAME.  If that happens, the grade will not be pretty. There is also a breakdown of how the paper will be graded below.  
Abstract: 5 points max
The abstract is a very brief (about 50-75 words max) overview of your paper.  The point of an abstract is to allow the reader the ability to decide whether or not to read a paper within a few seconds, by explaining its contents.  This portion of the paper, although it comes first, should be the last part that your write.

Introduction: 10 points max
The introduction, well, introduces your paper.  This is where you can give some background information on the topic, as well as introduce what you have done.

Methods and Materials: 15 points max
Here you should explain exactly what you did and how you did it to arrive at your conclusions.  The point of the methods and materials section is to make it clear that your work is easy to reproduce.  As with any good science, your methods must be easy to replicate so that any one can challenge or verify your findings.
Results and Discussion: 35 points max

As you can see based on the point values, this is the most important part of any scientific paper.  Normally the results and discussion are broken up into two separate sections, but for our purposes they can be written together considering you do not have any experimental data to present.  This is where your opinion can enter into the paper.  Here you should discuss the relative quality of all the sites, as well as which site is the best location for the shopping mall, and how to structure said mall to limit the environmental impact.  

Reference: 10 points max
Also referred to as ‘Works Cited’ or ‘Bibliography’ from time to time, the Reference section is where all of your outside resources should be listed.  And don’t forget to use APA format.  This is a scientific paper, not one for English class.  You should have at least 3 or 4 sources.  And stay away from internet sources unless they come from a credible source, such as a library archive, or a published paper/book that has been places in electronic format.
